YOU

Rather than submit to our creator-God and His plans for 
us, we choose to turn our backs on Him and live our own 

way. The Bible calls this kind of rebellion ‘sin’ and it 
fractures our relationship with God.

Without Jesus in your life, you are spiritually dead, cut off 
from God who is our source of life. 

Your sin needs to be remedied so that you can be 
reconciled to God.

6Your iniquities have made a separation between you and your God, 
and your sins have hidden his face from you so that he does not 

hear.

(Isaiah 59:2)

Jesus then comes to live in us by the Holy Spirit when we 
put our trust in Him, who makes us new and reconnects 

us in intimacy with God.

RESPONSE: FAITH

In order to benefit from what Jesus has done for you on 
the cross, you must exercise faith and believe:

Jesus is the only true God and sole way to eternal life.

You are in need of forgiveness that only Jesus can offer.

Forgiveness cannot be earned but is given as a gift of 
grace by God and received through faith. 

9because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and 
believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be 

saved.

4.
RESPONSE: REPENTANCE

Repentance is the act of turning away from an old life of 
sin and towards Jesus instead. This happens as an initial 
act of the will when we receive Jesus and is then a daily 

habit of choosing to live for Him.

If you have previously put your faith in Jesus but then 
wandered away from Him, you don’t need to be ‘saved’ 

again - but you do need to repent again!

19Repent therefore, and turn back, that your sins may be blotted out, 
20that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord, 

and that he may send the Christ appointed for you, Jesus,

(Acts 3: 19-20)

Lord & my Saviour. Amen.
